The ramp has been extended
rain by the first of October it will need to be done again.
Some of the board members, as well as Josef and Bob
have been looking at what needs to be done to keep the
ramp viable and have come to the conclusion that the
dogleg in the walkway at the superdock needs to be
moved to make it straight and parallel to the ramp. With
the present configuration we can only do one more
extension and then the end of the ramp will be 20 feet
from the 5 foot dogleg and winch stand on the superdock.
We talked with MDI to see what their schedule was, and
as they have told us before, they are booked until after
Thanksgiving but they are willing to change their schedule
to accommodate us and to move the superdock over and
relocate the marina to the East, which will give us
approximately 60 more feet of clearance at the end of the
walkway. Randolph has already moved their docks and
the position seems OK for now, but our understanding is
that they will be adding 10 more additional slips on the
east end which would put them even closer, and we still
do not know the final location of their breakwater. With all
this in mind and the water dropping at a rate of one foot
every 20 days now, | believe and will recommend to the
board that we give MDI the order to move the marina over
so we can get the ramp extended before Wurstfest. |
know this is acting before the 890 level we committed to,
but with no rain we will be at 890 by the time we act,
which could essentially put us in the position of having to
cancel the Wurstfest keelboat week end, the J-24 circuit
regatta and possibly any more keel boat series. | want
every member to know that we have discussed and
researched this decision and have tried to come up with
other options, but this is the most sensible and cost
effective solution . This would also get us in position and
ready to relocate and move
superdock so that it may be supported by posts off the
bottom. The expenditure would be just short of $25,000.
This is essentially what was discussed at the July 25™
membership presentation, and all we are trying to do is to
stay ahead of the curve in order to keep our ramp
functioning.
