Race Chairman Report

Keel Boats
10 keel boats showed up for Skippers'
meeting at 11:30 AM to assign fleets.
Wind was blowing at a decent 5-6 mph
when set out to set course for a 1:00PM
start. Fleets were divided into 5 boats in
each fleet. J-22s with a first start, and
given a 6 course, ( 3 windward- leeward
legs with a downwind finish). PHRF Non
Spin were given 2nd start, but 2 different

courses, based upon their PHRF number. Lower numbers
were given longer course, higher numbers given shorter
course in order everyone finish around same time. Al-
though, with our type of course, can start fleets at various
times, which is very common in board boats with our Opti
fleet.

Took first J-22, Keith Zars, with sons
Brian and Charles, 20 minutes to reach 1st windward mark,
and with wind continuing to weaken, decided to shorten
course at 1st leeward mark.

Dave Sanford and Wayne Eckstine set up to take finishes
and were close enough to us so Betty Rourke recorded
their times of PHRF fleet.

Tom Geis put a real horizon job on PHRF fleet. Keith Zars
won handily the J-22s and Bruce and Scott got nipped by
Bill McVey. Was the first of 3 races that Bruce and Scott
lost a place in last few feet of race, including 2 in tomorrows
Flying Scot races. It will all even out over time, kinda like
Horns losing to Texas Tech last year in final seconds, but
pulling a miracle against Nebraska this year.

With wind continuing to approach zero velocity and no
prospect for any buildup, we decided to call it quits for the
day. 3 blasts were sounded on horn, N flag raised and eve-
ryone sent back home. Good fellowship after races with
Linda and Marvin Arnold providing snacks and beverages
for all. Hope for better conditions next month.

Board Boats
What a difference a day makes! For Keel Boats yesterday
we had a dark, dank, light to finally no wind day, and were
lucky to get in one shorten race.

Today, we started with no wind and told everyone to stay
ashore until wind came up. When 1:00PM came around,
sure enough, there was no wind so postponed with 2 horns
and raising of Answering Pennant, (red and white vertical
stripes). Some of Sunfish came out by using their dagger
boards as oars.
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Was in radio communications with Bruce Dunn and decided
to use 2:00PM as possible cut off time for canceling of
races for day. Wind, what very little of it, was out of
dreaded west. We were anchored fairly close to breakwa-
ter, as we were to have some Optis racing and did not want
to get too far in middle of lake. We were in good shape ex-
cept if wind came out of north to east quadrant.

Bill McVey and Andy Bilger were in club skiff and really
worked out perfect, as could give instructions to kids on
water. Bill probably will continue doing it in future. Excellent
choice.

Spotted a wind line from dam to ramp across lake, and was
coming from right direction. Chase boat manned by Wayne
Eckstine and Lee Woodbury were monitoring wind and
finally set up for 140 degrees. Put out separate windward
mark (different color) for Opti course which was about 1/2
length of FS and Fish windward mark. Postponement Flag
lower with one sound, one minute later, Warning flag (Fleet
flag) was raised with one sound for start of sequence for
Flying Scots. Started at 2:15 PM with wind around 6 mph.
Fish started 5 minutes later as we were using a rolling start.
At Bill's suggestion, we gave Optis a 3 minute start, which
worked very well. Optis as they were finishing were close to
leeward mark as Scots were coming down to round to start
their 3rd leg.

At suggestion of Chase boat, Extended windward mark for
Scots and Fish a couple of hundred yards so as to extend
distance for next race for Opti finishers. It is so great to
have everybody thinking and using their input in making
decisions.

For race 2-3 wind increased to 8-10 mph and held all after-
noon.

Temperature a lot warmer than yesterday and sunshine for
rest of day.

How lucky to live in south Texas! Winter Series starting like
