It was especially challenging, as sailing 
was cancelled on Saturday due to the weather. On Sunday, 
breakfast had to be cooked earlier than planned to 
accommodate the revised sailing schedule. And then A 
BUNCH of cold, tired, hungry kids showed up early for 
lunch when the weather again precluded safe sailing. 
Maureen Simmons was in charge, with a lot of help from 
Bill and Millie McVey.

April Social Events  
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Would you know what to do if someone collapsed in your 
presence? LCYC will soon sponsor a cardiopulmonary 
resuscitation (CPR) class, and we have purchased an 
Automated External Defibrillator (AED). The AED will be 
mounted in a prominent place in the club house, just to the 
left of the front door as you enter. You are encouraged to 
learn CPR so you can more confidently apply the 
defibrillator when needed. Studies have shown, however, 
that even if you do not know CPR, you may effectively use 
the AED. Good Samaritan laws protect people who use the 
AED in good faith. 

Cardiovascular disease is the number one cause of death, 
and is responsible for about 1 million deaths in the US per 
year. Approximately 250,000 of these deaths are sudden, 
unexpected, and occur outside of hospitals. The chance of 
surviving an out-of-hospital cardiac arrest is low, only 
1-5%. Most people who have sudden cardiac arrest do not 
have a history of severe heart disease, with the arrest 

being the first 
symptom. Early 
defibrillation is the 
ñsingle most 
important 
interventionò to 
treat a cardiac arrest 
according to the 
American Heart 
Association, and can 
improve survival 
rates to 90% or 
more. Each MINUTE 
that effective 
treatment is not 
given there is a 

10% decrease in survival. If more than 10 minutes from 
cardiac arrest have passed before defibrillation, long term 
survival is unlikely. 

The AED provides voice and audio prompts that guide you 
through all steps of use. You attach the adhesive pads to 
the victim as illustrated below; the AED records and 
accurately analyzes the EKG rhythm, and tells you if a 
shock is needed. You press a button to administer a shock. 
The shock is not automatic in order to prevent accidentally 
shocking someone. You cannot override the AED to 

administer a shock 
that is not indicated. 
The AED will not 
administer a shock if 
to a person with a 
normal heart rhythm, 
only when 
ventricular fibrillation 
or rapid ventricular 

tachycardia is detected. After shocking, the AED notifies 
the rescuer if CPR is needed. 

The most important aspect of CPR is chest compressions. 
If the rescuer is unable or unwilling to perform mouth-to-
mouth ventilation for an adult victim of cardiac arrest, 
uninterrupted chest compressions at a rate of about 100 
per minute are given (―Push hard and fast‖). Ventilation is 
not essential in the first 6-12 minutes of CPR, and giving 
chest compressions alone without ventilation is much better 
than no CPR.

Race Chairman Report

On Friday, March 12, wind was out of North at 10-20 with 
gusts. Forecast for Saturday, was for NW winds backing to 
SW as afternoon progressed, winds light but up to 8 mph. 
Did not happen, as a large high cell squatted right on top of 
us. Isobars very far apart, so prepared for light conditions. 
Anchored for excepted NW-SW winds, and chase boat 
headed out to test winds in westerly direction from RC boat. 
Lake was glassy, had slight, weak wind line from SE that 
looked like it may hold. Aweigh anchor to new location to 
favor a more SE wind. Chase set windward mark at 135 
degrees, but did not put out any more marks. At 1:00PM, 2 
sounds and Postponement Flag raised. 

A few minutes later, consulted with Tom Geis as he drifted 
by, to pick his brain on how long to wait before abandon 
races for day. He suggested about 3:10PM would probably 
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be a fair time to abandon all racing for day. 

Really never had enough wind to start a race, so a few 
minutes after 3:00PM, 3 horns sounded with raising of N 
Flag abandoning all races for day. 

On following day, Sunday, March 14, 2010, had perfect 
winds for board boats. At 9:00AM, looked across lake and 
looked like repeat of yesterday, no wind anywhere on lake. 
Around 10:00AM, wind line from dam to far south side of 
lake began to fill in. By time of Skippers Meeting at 12:00 
Noon, wind out of south at 15mph with gusts. 

This is a RC Committee's dream, wind 150 degrees 10-15 
with gusts. 

Carl Hendrickson had his Pontoon Boat which is a perfect 
platform for placing marks. Carl, Bob Middleton, and 
Wayne Eckstine, set two windward-leeward courses. 

Our standard course, with leeward mark a couple of 
hundred feet on course side of start-finish line, and 
windward mark at 0.5 NM, Orange in color. 

Opti course were yellow color, with windward mark about 
1/4 length of Scots, Fish, and Laser windward mark, Opti’s 
leeward mark about same distance to leeward of start-finish 
line as their windward mark. This gave them a windward 
finish which they will receive in Youth Regatta next 
weekend here at LCYC. 

This is what Peter Young and Bill McVey wanted them to 
practice and we were more than happy to provide. 

Had 3 great races. Was only 2:30PM when Scots finished 
their 2nd race, so 3rd race gave them a 6 instead of a 4. 

Bill McVey and Fred Kniffen had won the 2 previous races 
and were leading in last race, but after 4 legs headed 
home. Ray Leubner purposely did not give them a sound 
signal, because they had not sailed proper course. When 
Bill and Fred saw 3 Scots rounding leeward mark to head 
back up to windward mark, they realized their mistake. 
Changes in course can be made up to Warning signal, 5 
minute signal, or their fleet flag, all mean the same thing. 
Really had a lot of fun with this incidence, because Bill 
made out bogus Protest Form after races Protesting Race 
Committee and redress for confused course board and flag. 
It was all Lee's fault! This is really a classic protest and will 
treasure and save it forever!
